Introduzione

From the letter “Rosarium virginis Mariae”

by Pope John Paul 11 (6)

The Rosary has many times been proposed by my predecessors and
myself as a prayer for peace. [...] To rediscover the Rosary means to
immerse oneself in contemplation of the mystery of Christ who “is
our peace”, since he made “the two of us one, and broke down the
dividing wall of hostility” (Eph 2:14). Consequently, one cannot
recite the Rosary without feeling caught up in a clear commitment to
advancing peace, especially in the land of Jesus, still so sorely
afflicted and so close to the heart of every Christian.



First Mystery: The Announcement and Birth of Jesus

From the Gospel according to Luke 1:30

«Do not be afraid, Mary, for you have found favor with God. Behold,
you will conceive in your womb and bear a son, and you shall name
him Jesusy.

Prayer intention
For all families suffering from war: for children innocent victims, for
mothers and fathers who feel powerless to protect their children.

Second mystery: Jesus announces the Kingdom of God
From the Gospel according to Matthew 5:9-10

«Blessed are the peacemakers,

for they will be called children of God.

Blessed are they who are persecuted for the sake of righteousness,
for theirs is the kingdom of heaveny.

Prayer intention

For all those who find themselves suffering the consequences of the
war, and for the leaders of the nations and for all people so that they
may open themselves to the evangelical mentality of the beatitudes:
to meekness, to mercy, to action for justice and for peace.



Third mystery: Jesus on the cross reconciles humanity
From the Letter of St. Paul to the Ephesians 2:14

Jesus Christ is our peace, he who made both one and broke down the
dividing wall of enmity, through his flesh.

Prayer intention

For all peoples at war, so that they may overcome political and
economic, racist, nationalist, and religious enmities and conflicts,
thus opening up to the global and universal reconciliation which
Jesus paid at the price of his own life.



Fourth mystery: the Risen Jesus gives peace
From the Gospel according to John 20:19

On the evening of that first day of the week, when the doors were
locked, where the disciples were, for fear of the Jews, Jesus came
and stood in their midst and said to them, “Peace be with you.”

Prayer intention

For the Church and for each Christian, that we might become aware
of having received peace as the first gift of the Risen One. For the
religious and civil leaders may they work for reconciliation and
peace among peoples.



Fifth mystery: Mary is crowned Queen of Peace
From the Book of Revelation 21:1

Then I saw a new heaven and a new earth. The former heaven and
the former earth had passed away, and the sea was no more. I also
saw the holy city, a new Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven from
God, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband.

Prayer intention

We ask Mary, Queen of Peace, image of the Church and of our new
humanity to intercede for the reconciliation of all the human race but
above all for the reconciliation of the peoples who live in the Holy
Land.
